Tim DePuy – Water Report
2007/2008 Highlights –

Water utility is now paying for itself!
· Water Distribution System
· Repaired 1 water line break (versus average of 5/year)
· Installed auto-dialer at pump house – detects water-on-the-floor, failed pump and other conditions

· 2008: Will install similar auto-dialer at storage tank – detects low/high water conditions

· Telemetry involved will allow both locations to “talk” to one another

· Conducted leak detection study to locate systemic water loss – identified:

· 5 “illegal” water hydrants

· Significant leak at pump house
· Still, have 40% water loss – therefore, are now re-inspecting water meters with a focus on irrigation systems

· Water recertification program being instituted May 2008

· Continued ongoing and scheduled PRV inspection and maintenance throughout the year
· Filed the required water rights for Lot 74
· Water Quality and Treatment
· Tim Gibbons collected samples in accordance with State regulations and water quality is in compliance with standards
· The next Annual Consumer Confidence Report (for 2007) will be issued by the State this summer
· Increased copper levels is being addressed by Tim Gibbons (requirement: 2 successive, 6-month below-level measurements)
· Water Meters/Usage
· All homes are now being metered
· A few homes are excessively using water in the irrigation months

· Considering a new, “abusive user” tier to the water rate schedule

· Implementing new water meter recertification program to ensure all irrigation systems are being measured/charged

2007/2008 Plans –

· Implement water meter recertification program

· Implement new “abusive user” water rate during – at least – the irrigation season

· Pursue copper level concern

· Implement storage tank monitoring system
