POLICY ON WATER USAGE & BILLING

FOR NEWLY CONSTRUCTED HOMES

AND WATER CONSERVATION CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS

NEW HOMES: For the purpose of encouraging the establishment of vegetation after new construction, the owner of a newly constructed home is eligible to be billed for 2nd and 3rd quarter water usage at no higher than the Tier III rate for a period not to exceed two growing seasons. To receive this waiver, a homeowner must make a written request to the Association’s agent, Colorado Property Group, before September 30 of the year that landscaping is first installed. 

EXISTING HOMES: Existing homeowners who make capital improvements to their lots for the purpose of conserving water will be eligible for a one-time credit, not to exceed $2500, equal to the amounts that such homeowner spends on water conservation capital improvements on their lot, provided that their water invoice for the 2nd or 3rd  quarter following the installation of the capital improvements includes a Tier IV water usage charge.  Such improvements would include but are not limited to: water control valves, water flow reducing devices, water timers and other equipment designed to restrict or reduce water flow, or more efficiently use water.   Any question of whether an expense will be eligible should be resolved prior to incurring it by contacting Colorado Property Group.  Copies of invoices showing payment for covered capital improvements must be submitted to Commercial Property Group.  To receive this credit, a homeowner must make a written request to the Association.
