Water Meter Recertification Program

Approved August 9, 2007

I. Water meters shall be recertified every five (5) years 

· 20% of homeowners every year

II. Homeowners are responsible for scheduling and completing their recertification upon receiving written notice from DRHOA

· Letters sent May 1st of every year to approx. 15 homeowners

· Starts Summer 2008

III. Homeowners are responsible for scheduling and completing their recertification

· Make appointment with DHROA-authorized plumber

· Must be present at time of appointment

· Plumber will require irrigation system to be operational

· Plumber will need to have access to meter inside home, point of access of meter into the home, and be allowed to conduct a site survey of property

· Successful recertification results in document submitted  by plumber to DRHOA, copy to homeowner

IV. Homeowner responsible for plumber’s fee

· Plumber invoices homeowner

· DRHOA will apply a credit in a predetermined amount to homeowner’s 4th quarter water invoice, only upon receipt of recertification document

· Any charges in excess of standard credit are borne by homeowner

V. Unsuccessful water meter recertifications

· May 1st DRHOA letter urges prompt scheduling to allow for 2nd, 3rd recertification attempts if necessary

· Additional recertification attempts’ fees borne by homeowner

· If by 10/01 of the year in which the meter was scheduled for recertification, this was not completed successfully, then a $1000 fine will be assessed

· And the previous year’s fine plus 25% will be assessed for each successive year that the meter remains un-recertified as of 10/01 of each successive year
